ARTICLE L
The name of the filing entity is Dougherty Historical Foundation (the “Corporation™).
ARTICLE II.
The Corporation is a nonprofit corporation.
ARTICLE III.

Subject to the provisions of Sections 2.003 and 2.010 of the Texas Business
Organizations Code, the Corporation is organized and shall be operated for the purpose of the
restoration and preservation of historic structures, including but not by way of limitation, the old
Dougherty homestead and other structures having special historical significance in South Texas
and particularly San Patricio County; opening such structures for viewing by the general public;
and engaging in any other activity which constitutes the carrying out of charitable or educational
purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended (the “Code™) or the corresponding provision of any future United States tax law. The
Corporation shall be operated exclusively for such purposes, and no part of its net earnings shall
inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to, its members, directors, trustees, officers or other
private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay
reasonable compensation for services rendered by members, trustees, officers and directors of the -
Corporation and members of committees of the Corporation, and to make payments and
distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in this Article III. No substantial part of the
activities of the Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to
influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the
publishing or distributing of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to
any candidate for public office. In no event shall the Corporation carry on any activities not
permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section
501(c)(3) of the Code or the corresponding provision of any future United States tax law, or (b)
by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code or
the corresponding provision of any future United States tax law.
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ARTICLE IV.
The period of duration of the Corporation is perpetual.

ARTICLE L.
NAME AND PURPOSE

1.1.  Name. The name of the corporation is Dougherty Historical Foundation (the
“Foundation™).

1.2.  Early Adoption of the Texas Business Organizations Code. By Early Adoption
filed with the Texas Secretary of State on , 2009, the Foundation adopted and
became subject to the Texas Business Organizations Code (the “TBOC”).

1.3.  Purpose. Subject to the provisions of Sections 2.003 and 2.010 of the TBOC, the
Foundation 1s organized and shall be operated for the purpose of the restoration and preservation
of historic structures, including but not by way of limitation, the old Dougherty homestead and
other structures having special historical significance in South Texas and particularly San
Patricio County; opening such structures for viewing by the general public; and engaging in any
other activity which constitutes the carrying out of charitable or educational purposes within the
meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) or
the corresponding provision of any future United States tax law. The Foundation shall be
operated exclusively for such purposes, and no part of its net earnings shall inure to the benefit
of, or be distributable to, its members, directors, trustees, officers or other private persons, except
that the Foundation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for
services rendered by members, trustees, officers and directors of the Foundation and members of

"committees of the Foundation, and to make payments and distributions in” fuithérance of the
purposes set forth in this Section 1.3. No substantial part of the activities of the Foundation shall

be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the
Foundation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of
statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public
office. In no event shall the Foundation carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on (a)

by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code or the
corresponding provision of any future United States tax law, or (b) by a corporation,
contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code or the corresponding
provision of any future United States tax law.
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ARTICLE 1L
OFFICES

2.1.  Principal Office. The principal office of the Foundation shall be located at 201
North Washington Street, Beeville, Texas 78102, or such other address as the Board of Directors
may from time to time determine.

2.2.  Additional Offices. The Foundation may also have offices at such other places
both within and without the State of Texas as the Board of Directors may from time to time
determine or the business of the Foundation may require.

ARTICLE I11.
MEMBERS

3.1.  General. The Foundation shall have members. The members of the Foundation
shall be comprised of each of the following persons who elects to be a member by so notifying
the Foundation; any living descendant of Dudley T. Dougherty who is eighteen years of age or
older, any living descendant of May Dougherty King who is eighteen years of age or older, and
any living descendant of Rachael Dougherty Vaughan who is eighteen years of age or older.
There shall be no classes of members and the rights and duties of the members, including voting
rights pursuant to Section 3.12 and duties with respect to dues and assessments pursuant to
Section 3.2, shall be the same for all members. Membership in the Company ceases upon death
and cannot be transferred by gift, will, intestacy or otherwise and the descendants of a deceased
member shall only be entitled to be members if they meet the requirements for membership and
so elect as provided above.

3.2.  Dues and Assessments. As of the date of the adoption of these Amended and
.Restated Bylaws, the Foundation has no endowment and must rely on the support of its
Directors, members and other foundations and contributors to advance is purpose and mission.
Commencing February 1, 2010, each member shall pay to the Foundation annual dues of $200,
____payable on or before February 1 of each year. The Board of Directors may request that members

make additional contributions to the Foundation. Any such request shall be divided equally™ — - — —
among all of the persons who are members of the Foundation at the time of the request, but no
member shall be prohibited or restricted from making additional contributions in excess of his or

her share of any requested amount, or any additional contributions to the Foundation at any other
time.

3.3.  Lapse of Membership. Membership shall lapse upon failure to pay annual dues
and shall be automatically reinstated upon payment of all arrearage. Such failure shall be
deemed to occur on the thirtieth day after the date specified for the payment of dues, unless and
to the extent that the Board of Directors expressly waives this deadline.

3.4. Meetings of Membefs. Meetings of members for any purpose may be held at

meeting or in a duly executed waiver of notice thereof. Meetings of the members may be called
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by the President, by the Board of Directors or by members having not less than one-tenth (1/10)
of the votes entitled to be cast at the proposed meeting provided, however, that so long as the
Foundation has at least two members, the number of members required to call a meeting shall be
at least two. A request for a meeting shall state the purpose or purposes of the proposed meeting.

3.5. Notice of Meetings. Written notice stating the place (unless the meeting is to be
held solely by using a conference telephone or other communications system authorized by
Section 6.002 of the TBOC or by these Bylaws), date and time of a meeting and the purpose or
purposes for which the meeting is called, shall be delivered not later than the tenth (10"™) day and
not earlier than the sixtieth (60'™) day before the date of the meeting, by personal delivery, by
mail, or by facsimile or electronic message, by or at the direction of the President or the
Secretary, or such other person or persons as are authorized by Section 3.4 to call such meeting,
to each member entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice is considered to be given
when deposited in the United States mail with postage paid in an envelope addressed to the
member at the member’s address as it appears on the membership records of the Foundation. If
transmitted by facsimile or electronic message, notice is considered to be given when transmitted
to a facsimile number or an electronic message address provided by the recipient, or to which the
recipient consents, for the purpose of receiving notice. If the meeting is held solely or in part by
using a conference telephone or other communications system authorized by Section 6.002 of the
TBOC or by these Bylaws, the notice of the meeting must indicate the form of communications
systems to be used for the meeting and the means of accessing the communications systems.

3.6.  Quorum of Members. Except as may otherwise be provided by the Certificate of
Formation of the Foundation (the “Certificate of Formation”) and as limited by Section 4.5
hereof, members holding one-tenth (1/10) of the votes entitled to be cast, in person or by proxy,
constitute a quorum. Unless otherwise provided in the Certificate of Formation, the members at
a meeting of members at which a quorum is not present may adjourn the meeting until the time
and to the place as may be determined by a vote of the majority of the members who are present
or represented by proxy at the meeting.

- — —-3.7. - Record Date for Determining MembersEntitled -to Notice and- Vote. - For-the ————- -

purpose of determining the record date for determining the members entitled to receive notice of
a meeting of members, or entitled to vote at a meeting of members or any adjournment of a
meeting, or for any other proper purpose (other than for determining members entitled to consent
to action without a meeting of members), the Board of Directors may provide a date as the record
date for any such determination of members, such date to be not earlier than the sixtieth (60™)
day before the date the action requiring the determination of members is taken. If no record date
is fixed for any such determination of members, the record date for determining the members is
the date on which notice of the meeting is given to the members entitled to notice of the meeting.
The record date for the determination of members entitled to notice of or to vote at a meeting is
effective for an adjournment of the meeting unless the Board of Directors sets a new date for
determining the right to notice of or to vote at the adjournment.
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3.8.  Voting Members’ List for Meeting. After fixing a record date for the notice of a
meeting, the Foundation shall prepare an alphabetical list of the names of all its voting members

who are entitled to notice of the meeting. This list must show the address of each voting
member.

3.9. Inspection of Voting Member’s List. Not later than the second business day after
the date notice is given of a meeting for which a list was prepared, as provided by Section 3.8,
and continuing through the meeting, the list of voting members must be available at the
Foundation’s principal office or at a reasonable place in the municipality in which the meeting
will be held, as identified in the notice of the meeting, for inspection by any member entitled to
vote at the meeting for the purpose of communication with other members concerning the
meeting. A voting member or voting member’s agent or attorney is entitled on written demand
to inspect and, at the member’s expense and subject to Section 22.351 of the TBOC, to copy the
list at a reasonable time during the period the list is available for inspection.

3.10. List of Voting Members Available at Meeting. The Foundation shall make the list
of voting members available at the meeting, and any voting member or voting member’s agent or

attorney is entitled to inspect the list at any time during the meeting or an adjournment of the
meeting.

3.11. Majority Vote of Members. The vote of the majority of the votes entitled to be
cast by the members present or represented by proxy at a meeting at which a quorum is present is
the act of the members meeting, unless the vote of a greater number is required by law or the
Certificate of Formation or another section of these Bylaws.

3.12. Voting. Each member of the Foundation whose dues are current at the time of the
vote is entitled to one (1) vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the Foundation’s members.
A member may vote in person or, unless otherwise provided by the Certificate of Formation or
these Bylaws, by proxy executed in writing by the member or the member’s attorney-in-fact.
Unless otherwise provided by the proxy, a proxy is revocable and expires eleven (11) months

. _after the date of its_execution. A proxy may not be irrevocable for longer than eleven (11)

months. A member may vote on any matter by mail, by facsimile transmission, by electronic
message, or by any combination of those methods.

3.13. Member Action by Written Consent. An action required or authorized to be taken
at a meeting of the members may be taken without holding a meeting, providing notice, or taking
a vote if a consent or consents in writing, stating the action taken, shall have been signed by (i)
all the members entitled to vote on the action, or (ii) if the Certificate of Formation so provides,
by members having at least the minimum number of votes that would be necessary to take the
action that is the subject of the consent at a meeting at which all of the members entitled to vote
on the action were present and voted. Any such written consent or consents described in clause
(i1) shall be signed, dated, and filed with the Foundation in the manner required by Section 6.202
of the TBOC, and the Foundation shall promptly notify each member who did not sign such

consent of the action that is the subject of such consent.
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3.14. Alternative Forms of Meetings. Subject to the provisions of the TBOC, the
Certificate of Formation and these Bylaws, members may hold meetings by means of conference
telephone or similar communications equipment, or another suitable electronic communications
system, including videoconferencing technology or the Internet, or any combination, if the
telephone or other equipment or system permits each person participating in the meeting to
communicate with all other persons participating in the meeting. If voting by members is to take
place at the meeting, the Foundation must implement reasonable measures to verify that every
person voting at the meeting by means of remote communications is sufficiently identified and
keep a record of any vote or other action taken.

3.15. Participation Constitutes Presence. A member participating in a meeting is
considered present at the meeting, unless the participation is for the express purpose of objecting
to the transaction of business at the meeting on the ground that the meeting has not been lawfully
called or convened.

ARTICLE 1V.
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

4.1.  General Powers. The affairs of the Foundation shall be managed by, and the
control, sale and disposition of its properties and funds shall be vested in the Foundation’s
Directors.

4.2.  Number and Qualifications. The number of Directors which shall constitute the
whole Board of Directors shall be three (3). Directors need not be residents of the State of
Texas.

4.3. Increase or Decrease in Directors. The number of Directors may be increased or
decreased from time to time by amendment to these Bylaws, but no decrease shall have the effect
of shortening the term of any incumbent Director. The number of Directors may not be
decreased to fewer than three (3).

4.4. Election and Vacancies. The Directors of the Foundation at the time of the
adoption of these Amended and Restated Bylaws (the “Current Directors”) are: Mary Patricia
Dougherty, Frances Carr Tapp and Ben F. Vaughan III. The term of office for Directors is three
years and Directors may be reelected to successive terms without limitation. The terms of the
Current Directors shall expire on May 31, 2012. The current Directors shall serve until their
successors are elected or until death, resignation or removal in accordance with the provisions of
Section 4.5. If for any reason, the membership fails to elect successors for any Director at the
end of his or her current term, such Director shall continue to serve until their successors are
selected or until death, resignation or removal in accordance with the provisions of Section 4.5.
The manner of electing successors to the Directors, filling vacancies and filling directorships by
reason of an increase in the number of Directors shall be as follows: Successors to the Current
Directors_shall_be_elected_by._the_affirmative_vote-of-a-majority-of-the-members—In-choosing

additional and successor Directors, the Board of Directors shall give preferential (but not
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exclusive) consideration to the adult (eighteen years of age or older) descendants of John and
Liza Sullivan, parents of Rachel Sullivan Dougherty.

4.5. Removal. At any meeting of the members called expressly for that purpose, any
Director may be removed either with or without cause by a vote of the members as follows: The
vote required to remove a director is the affirmative vote of a majornity of the members, which
majority must include, for purposes of this Section 4.5 only, (i) the affirmative vote of at least
one descendant of Dudley T. Dougherty, if any such descendant is a member of the Foundation
entitled to vote pursuant to Section 3.12 at the time of the meeting; (ii) the affirmative vote of at
least one descendant of May Dougherty King, if any such descendant is a member of the
Foundation entitled to vote pursuant to Section 3.12 at the time of the meeting; and (iii) the
affirmative vote of at least one descendant of Rachael Dougherty Vaughan, if any such
descendant is a member of the Foundation entitled to vote pursuant to Section 3.12 at the time of
the meeting.

4.6. Place of Meetings. Meetings of the Board of Directors, regular or special, may be
held either within or without the State of Texas.

4.7. Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board of Directors may be held upon
such notice, or without notice, and at such time and at such place as shall from time to time be
determined by the Board of Directors.

4.8.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by
the President and shall be called by the Secretary on the written request of any two or more
Directors. Written notice stating the place (unless the meeting is to be held solely by using a
conference telephone or other communications system authorized by Section 6.002 of the TBOC
or by these Bylaws), date and time of a meeting and the purpose or purposes for which the
meeting is called, shall be delivered at least two (2) weeks before the date of the meeting, by
personal delivery, by mail, or by facsimile or electronic message, by or at the direction of the
President or the Secretary. If the meeting will be held solely or in part by using a conference
_ __telephone or other communications system authorized by Section-6.002 of the TBOC or by-these— ————

Bylaws, the notice must also comply with the requirements of Section 4.14 of these Bylaws.

49. Attendance as Waiver of Notice. Attendance of a Director at any meeting shall
constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a Director attends for the express
purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business on the ground that the meeting is not
lawfully called or convened.

4.10. Voting. A Director may vote in person or by proxy executed in writing by the
Director. No proxy shall be valid after three (3) months from the date of its execution. A proxy
shall be revocable unless expressly provided therein to be irrevocable, and unless otherwise
made irrevocable by law.

4.11.  Quorum of Directors; Majority Vote. At all meetings of the Board of Directors,
‘the presence in person (but not by proxy) of a majority of the number of Directors set by these
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Bylaws shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, and the act of the majority of
the Directors present in person or by proxy at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the
act of the Board of Directors, unless the act of a greater number is required by the Articles of
Incorporation or these Bylaws. If a quorum is not present at any meeting of Directors, the
Directors present in person may adjourn the meeting from time to time, without notice other than
announcement at the meeting, until a quorum is present.

4.12. Committees. The Board of Directors, by resolution adopted by a majority of the
Directors in office, may from time to time designate one or more committees. Membership on
such committees may, but need not be, limited to Directors or members of the Foundation. A
majority of all the members of any such committee may determine its action and fix the time and
place of its meetings, unless the Board of Directors shall otherwise provide. The Board of
Directors shall have the power at any time to change the number and members of any such
committee, to fill vacancies and to discharge any such committee. Unless a majority of the
members of a committee are Directors, committees shall not have or exercise the authority of the
Board of Directors in the management of the Foundation and any decisions or actions
recommended by committees, a majority of the members of which are not Directors, shall be
subject to approval by the Board of Directors.

4.13. Director Action by Written Consent. Any action required to be taken at a meeting
of Directors, or any action which may be taken at a meeting of the Directors or any committee,
may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action to be taken, shail
have been signed by sufficient number of Directors or committee members as would be
necessary to take that action at a meeting at which all of the Directors or members of the
committee were present and voted. Any such written consent shall be signed and dated by each
Director or committee member executing the same and such executed written consent shall be
filed with the Foundation in the manner required by Section 3.151 of the TBOC.

4.14. Alternative Forms of Meetings. Subject to the provisions of the TBOC and these
Bylaws conceming notice of meetings and unless otherwise restricted by the Articles of

-— .- Incorporation or these Bylaws, Directors or committee members may participate’in and hold a -

meeting of Directors or committee members by means of conference telephone or similar
communications equipment, or another suitable electronic communications system, including
videoconferencing technology or the Internet, or any combination of those methods, if the
telephone or other equipment or system permits each Director or committee member
participating in the meeting to communicate with all other persons participating in the meeting,
and such participation shall constitute presence in person at such meeting, except where a
Director or committee member participates in the meeting for the express purpose of objecting to
the transaction of any business on the ground that the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.
If voting by Directors or committee members is to take place at the meeting, the Foundation
must implement reasonable measures to verify that every person voting at the meeting by means
of remote communications is sufficiently identified and keep a record of any vote or other action

taken-—If—-a—meeting—is—held—solely—or—in—part—byusing —a—conference telephone or other
communications systems authorized by Section 6.002 of the TBOC or by these Bylaws, the
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notice of the meeting must identify the forms of communications systems to be used for the
meeting and the means of accessing the communications systems. Further, such a meeting may
be held by means of a remote electronic communication system, including video
teleconferencing technology or the Internet, only if (i) each person entitled to participate in the
meeting consents to the meeting being held by means of that system, and (ii) the system provides
access to the meeting in a manner or using a method in which each person participating in the
meeting can communicate concurrently with each other participant.

ARTICLE V.
NOTICES

5.1.  Notice to Directors. Except as may be otherwise provided in these Bylaws, any
notice hereunder shall be in writing and shall be delivered (by personal delivery or overnight
delivery service) or mailed to the person or persons being notified at their respective addresses
appearing on the books of the Foundation, or sent by facsimile or other electronic transmission to
the Directors at their respective fax numbers or electronic mail addresses appearing on the books
of the Foundation. If mailed or sent by overnight delivery service, such notice shall be deemed
to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail or with an overnight delivery service
with postage paid. If transmitted by facsimile or other electronic transmission, notice is deemed
to be delivered on successful transmission of the facsimile or electronic message.

5.2. Waiver of Notice. Whenever any notice is required to be given to a Director or
member of a committee under the provisions of the TBOC or under the provisions of the
Certificate of Formation or of these Bylaws, a waiver thereof in writing signed by the person or
persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall be deemed
equivalent to the giving of such notice. The business to be transacted at a regular or special
meeting of the Directors or members of a committee or the purpose of such a meeting is not
required to be specified in a written waiver of notice unless required by the Certificate of
Formation.

OFFICERS

6.1.  Officers of the Foundation. The officers of the Foundation shall be elected by the
Board of Directors and shall consist of a President and Secretary. The Board of Directors may
also elect or appoint one or more Vice Presidents, a Treasurer and such other officers and
assistant officers as it shall deem necessary. All officers shall hold their offices for such terms
(subject to Section 6.4) and shall have such authority and exercise such powers and perform such
duties as shall be determined from time to time by the Board of Directors by resolutions not
inconsistent with these Bylaws. Any two (2) or more offices, other than the offices of President
and Secretary may be held by the same person. A properly designated committee may perform
the functions of any officer and the functions of any two or more officers may be performed by a
single committee, including the functions of both President and Secretary.
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6.2. Qualifications. No officer need be a member of the Board of Directors. The
Board of Directors shall have the power to enter into contracts for the employment and
reasonable compensation of officers for such terms as the Board of Directors deems advisable,
subject to Section 6.3.

6.3. Compensation; Restrictions on Loans and Dividends. The Foundation may pay
compensation in a reasonable amount to its officers and other agents for services rendered, but
only as permitted by the TBOC and these Bylaws and the Code. The salaries and other
compensation of all officers and agents of the Foundation shall be fixed by the Board of
Directors. Any compensation paid to any officer of the Foundation in the form of salary,
commission, bonus or otherwise that is determined in whole or in part to be unreasonable by the
Internal Revenue Service shall be reimbursed by such officer to the Foundation, and each officer,
by virtue of becoming an officer, agrees to execute and deliver to the Foundation any and all
documents reasonably requested by the Foundation in order to provide for such reimbursement.
No dividend shall be paid and no part of the income of the Foundation shall be distributed to its

Directors or officers. No loan shall be made by the Foundation to its Directors, officers or
employees.

6.4. Term of Office and Removal. Regular elections of officers shall occur at the first
meeting of the Board of Directors held in each year ending in an even number; provided,
however, that the Board of Directors may, in its discretion, vote to elect or remove officers at any
meeting. Unless otherwise specified by the Board of Directors, the term of office for all officers
shall be for two (2) years, commencing with the date of such officer’s election; provided that
officers of the Foundation shall hold office until their successors are elected or appointed and
qualify, or until their death or until their resignation or removal from office. Any officer elected
or appointed may be removed by the persons authorized to elect or appoint such officer
whenever in their judgment the best interests of the Foundation will be served thereby, but such
removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person so removed.
Election or appointment of an officer or agent shall not of itself create contract rights. Any
vacancy occurring in any office of the Foundation by death, re31gnat10n removal or otherw1se
shall be filled by the Board of Directors.- —~ - - - - - -

6.5. President. The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the Foundation,
shall have general and active management of the business of the Foundation and shall see that all
orders and resolutions of the Board of Directors are carried into effect. The President shall
preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors.

6.6.  Vice President. The Vice Presidents, if any, in the order of their seniority, unless
otherwise determined by the Board of Directors, shall, in the absence or disability of the
President, perform the duties and have the authority and exercise the powers of the President.
They shall perform such other duties and have such other authority and powers as the Board of
Directors may from time to time prescribe or as the President may from time to time delegate.

6.7. Secretary. The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the Board of Directors and
record all of the proceedings of the meetings of the Board of Directors in a minute book to be
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kept for that purpose and shall perform like duties for the standing committees when required.
The Secretary shall give, or cause to be given, notice of all special meetings of the Board of
Directors, and (if notice is required) regular meetings of the Board of Directors, and shall
perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors or the President under
whose supervision the Secretary shall be. The Secretary shall keep in safe custody the seal of the
Foundation (if any) and, when authorized by the Board of Directors, shall affix the same (or state
that the Foundation has none) to any instrument requiring it and, when so affixed (or so stated), it
shall be attested by his or her signature or by the signature of an Assistant Secretary or of the
Treasurer, if any. To the extent permitted by the TBOC and the Code, the Secretary may retain
any records of the Foundation in electronic format in lieu of retaining paper files.

6.8.  Assistant Secretaries. The Assistant Secretaries, if any, in the order of their
seniority, unless otherwise determined by the Board of Directors, shall, in the absence or
disability of the Secretary, perform the duties and exercise the powers of the Secretary. They
shall perform such other duties and have such other powers as the Board of Directors may from
time to time prescribe or as the President may from time to time delegate.

6.9. Treasurer. The Treasurer, if any, shall have custody of the corporate funds and
securities and shall keep full and accurate accounts and records of receipts, disbursements and
other transactions in the records of the Foundation, and shall deposit all monies and other
valuable effects in the name and to the credit of the Foundation in such depositories as may be
designated by the Board of Directors. The Treasurer shall disburse the funds of the Foundation
as may be ordered by the Board of Directors, taking proper vouchers for such disbursements, and
shall render the President and the Board of Directors, at its regular meetings, or when the
President or Board of Directors so requires, an account of all his or her transactions as Treasurer
and of the financial condition of the Foundation.

6.10. Assistant Treasurers. The Assistant Treasurers, if any, in the order of their
seniority, unless otherwise determined by the Board of Directors, shall, in the absence or
disability of the Treasurer, perform the duties and exercise the powers of the Treasurer. They
_—-——————shall perform-such-other-duties-and-have such-other-powers-as-the-Board-of-Directors-may-from— — - —-— —
time to time prescribe or the President may from time to time delegate.

6.11. Ex Officio Members. The President, the Secretary and the Treasurer (if a
Treasurer has been elected by the Board of Directors) shall be ex officio members of the Board
of Directors. As ex officio members they shall be entitled to receive notice of and attend all
meetings of the Board of Directors. These officers shall not be entitled to vote as members of
the Board of Directors unless they have also been elected and are serving as Directors. Any
other officers of the Foundation may attend meetings of the Board of Directors from time to time
at the invitation of the Board.

ARTICLE VIL
GENERAL PROVISIONS

7.1.  Checks. All checks or demands for money and notes of the Foundation shall be
signed by such officer or officers or such other person or persons as the Board of Directors may
from time to time designate.

7.2.  Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Foundation shall be June 1 to May 31.

7.3.  Seal. The Board of Directors may provide for a corporate seal in such form as it
prescribes. The seal may be used by causing it or a facsimile thereof to be impressed or affixed
or in any manner reproduced.

7.4.  Books and Records. The Foundation shall keep correct and complete books and
records of account, and shall keep minutes of the proceedings of its Board of Directors and
committees having any authority of the Board of Directors in the management of the Foundation.

7.5. Financial Records and Annual Reports. The Foundation shall maintain such
financial records, and shall prepare such reports of financial activity, as may be required by
Section 22.352 of the TBOC and such tax returns or other reports as may be required by the
Code.

7.6.  Conveyance of Land. The Foundation may convey land by deed, with or without
warranty of title and with or without the seal of the Foundation, signed by an officer or attorney-
in-fact of the Foundation when authorized by appropriate resolution of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VIII.
AMENDMENTS

8.1. Amendment to Bylaws. The Foundation’s Board of Directors may amend or

repeal the Foundation’s Bylaws or adopt new Bylaws by the affirmative vote of a majority of the

* Directors of the Foundation (whether in person, by proxy or by written consent).”

ARTICLE IX.
INDEMNIFICATION

9.1. Power to Indemnify and to Purchase Indemnity Insurance. To the maximum
extent permitted by Chapter 8, Subchapter C of the TBOC, the Foundation shall indemnify any
person who is or was a Director of the Foundation against any and all judgments, penalties
(including excise and similar taxes), fines, settlements and reasonable expenses actually incurred
by such person in connection with a proceeding (as defined in Chapter 8, Subchapter C of the
TBOC) because of that person’s service or status as a Director. Further, the Foundation shall pay
or reimburse reasonable expenses incurred by a Director who was, is or is threatened to be made

a"party-in-a proceeding; in-advance of the final disposition of the proceeding, to the maximum
extent permitted by Chapter 8, Subchapter C of the TBOC, provided, however, that payment or
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reimbursement of expenses pursuant to the procedures set out in Section 8.104 of the TBOC may
be conditioned upon a showing, satisfactory to the Board of Directors in its sole discretion, of the
financial ability of the Director in question to make the repayment referred to in such Section
8.104. The Foundation shall indemnify and advance expenses to any person who is or was an
officer of the Foundation in the same manner and to the same extent as the Foundation
indemnifies and advances expenses to any person who is or was a Director of the Foundation.
Further, the Foundation may indemnify, and may reimburse or advance expenses to or purchase
and maintain insurance or any other arrangement on behalf of, any person who is or was a
director, officer, employee or agent of the Foundation, or who is or was serving at the request of
the Foundation as a director, officer, partner, venturer, proprietor, director, employee, agent or
similar functionary of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, sole proprietorship, trust,
employee benefit plan or other enterprise, in connection with any liability asserted against such
person because of such service or status, to such further extent, consistent with Chapter 8§,
Subchapter C of the TBOC and other applicable law, as the Board of Directors may from time to
time determine. The provisions of this Section 9.1 shall not be deemed exclusive of any other
rights to which any such person may be entitled under any bylaw, agreement, insurance policy,
or otherwise. No amendment, modification or repeal of this Section 9.1 shall in any manner
terminate, reduce or impair the right of any person to be indemnified by the Foundation in
accordance with the provisions of the section as in effect immediately prior to such amendment,
modification or repeal with respect to claims arising from or relating to matters occurring prior to

such amendment, modification or repeal, regardless of when such claims may arise or be
asserted.
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
