Presented 27 Bridge Sessions to approximately 2,200 participants, including school-age
students and special needs populations, from 28 different schools and organizations. All
attended for free or greatly subsidized ticket prices. Sessions took place at World Cafe Live in
Philadelphia and Wilmington.

o Continued our partnership with the Light Up the Queen Foundation to present 10
sessions in Wilmington, Delaware.

o Repeated several sessions created out of our fall 2011 partnership with the
Philadelphia Orchestra’s School Partnership Program. The sessions link classical
music to other genres and feature collaborations of LiveConnections and Orchestra
teaching artists and musicians.

o Presented 2 sessions in partnership with Al-Bustan Seeds of Culture, where a
prominent guest artist from the Arab world shared Arabic music traditions.

o Students from LiveConnections partner schools Freire Charter School and Science
Leadership Academy attended their 27 and 34 sessions for the 2011-2013 school
year. Approximately 75 students from Freire and 60 from SLA participated. At the
third session, students participated in a talk-back to provide feedback about their
experience with Bridge Sessions over the course of the year.

o More than 22 musicians from diverse genres presented Bridge Sessions.

Presented 6 ClassicAlive concerts, aiming to expand the boundaries of classical music
through repertoire, collaboration and atmosphere. Two of the concerts took place at World
Cafe Live in Wilmington and the other 5 took place in Philadelphia. A total of 485 tickets
were sold. Additionally presented an opening act for a World Cafe Live performance to help
build a broader audience base.

o Participating artists included the Serafin String Quartet, Astral Artists Disella
Larusdéttir and Jonathan Beyer, Andrew Lipke with the Carpe Diem String Quartet,
ensemble 39 with the Friends Select Ensemble, Nu Directions Chamber Brass and
Ensemble Sans Maitre.

o Several of the ClassicAlive concerts included a Bridge Session component, where the
artists presented their concert material in interactive, educational format for
Philadelphia school groups.

Hired Galea McGregor to serve as producer for a new video initiative, LiveStudio (formerly
Collaborative Connections) and to oversee the installation of a state-of-the-art recording
system in the Downstairs Live venue at World Cafe Live, Philadelphia. Installation began in
April, with the bulk of the project completed by July. Began conversations with potential
programming partners to lay the groundwork for distributing content to underserved
populations in the 2012-2013 season.

Received a grant from the Presser Foundation to commission LiveConnections’ first new
work, an Arabic Suite for Guitar and Violin by David Ludwig. The work will be premiered in
June 2013 by Jason Vieaux and Hanna Khoury in a concert aimed at bridging Western
classical and traditional Arabic music.
