Presented 46 Bridge Sessions, our interactive, educational performances that explore
diverse musical styles and cultures. Sessions reached approximately 4,300 participants,
including school-age students and special needs populations, from 50 different schools and
organizations. 99% attended for free and we subsidized bus costs for many schools. Sessions
took place at World Cafe Live in Philadelphia, PA, and World Cafe Live at the Queen in
Wilmington, DE.

o Continued our partnership with The Philadelphia Orchestra’s School Partnership
Program to present 10 sessions and commission 3 new Bridge Session programs. The
programs link classical music to other genres and feature collaborations of
LiveConnections and Orchestra teaching artists and musicians.

o Continued our partnership with the Light Up the Queen Foundation to present 8
sessions in Wilmington, Delaware.

o Increased the number of schools/organizations with which we work, with 15
schools/organizations attending Bridge Sessions for the first time.

Presented 6 ClassicAlive concerts, aiming to expand the boundaries of classical music by
presenting unique collaborations and engaging repertoire in a relaxed atmosphere. One of
the concerts took place at World Cafe Live at the Queen in Wilmington; 4 took place at
World Cafe Live, Philadelphia; and 1 took place outside at The Porch at 30t Street Station in
Philadelphia. A total of 600 people attended the 5 World Cafe Live concerts and about 150
people stopped by the concert at The Porch.

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o Focused on artists with roots in the classical tradition who were doing innovative
solo projects. LiveConnections’ ClassicAlive curator Mary Javian initiated the
partnerships and worked with the artists to craft the programs and select repertoire.

o Participating artists included the Pagode Project with Luigi Mazzocchi, violin;
Elizabeth Hainen, harp, with Charlotte Blake Alston, kora and storytelling; Gabriel
Cabezas, cello, and Chloe Felesina, dance; the Kinan Azmeh Quartet; Kristin Lee,
violin, with 5 world premiere duos featuring spoken word, steel pan, South Indian
Carnatic singing, guitar and theremin; and Jordan Dodson, guitar.

o Presented a Bridge Session in conjunction with Kristin Lee’s performance, where
three of the artists presented an interactive performance for 160 elementary school
students.

o Live-streamed 3 of the concerts through our LiveStudio video initiative to reach
underserved audiences.

o Received a major grant from The Presser Foundation in honor of their 75t
anniversary to commission three major new works by Philadelphia composers for
Philadelphia ensembles during the 2014-2015 and 2015-2016 seasons.

o Received press write-ups in Philadelphia Weekly, Dance Journal, Broad Street
Review and WXPN’s The Key for our concerts.

o Several of the partnerships initiated by LiveConnections for this concert series have
resulted in ongoing collaborations between the artists and ongoing relationships with
LiveConnections.

Piloted programming through our new LiveStudio video initiative to provide live webcasts
of Bridge Sessions and ClassicAlive concerts to reach underserved audiences.

o Streamed 3 Bridge Sessions for youth and adults with physical and cognitive
disabilities in partnership with Art-Reach. Approximately 450 participants from 8
organizations participated in the live streaming from their home facilities.

o Streamed 3 ClassicAlive concerts. Streaming was available for the same organizations
that participated in the Bridge Session streaming and was open to the general public.

o Streamed several Free at Noon concerts in partnership with radio station WXPN and
recorded their annual NonCOMMvention.

Celebrated LiveConnections’ 5t anniversary with our first ever gala on October 1, 2013.
The sold-out event at World Cafe Live, Philadelphia, featured collaborations between 10
LiveConnections artists and showcased a student percussion ensemble from our summer
camp. Net income was $28,000 to support our programs.

In May 2014, completed our third annual Kids Count Campaign—an online
crowdfunding campaign—to support Bridge Sessions. An email blast was sent each day for 8
days to share stories about Bridge Sessions. The campaign raised nearly $23,000 from 142
donors.

Expanded organizational leadership with the addition of a Director of Development
position in January 2014 and three new board members (a 25% increase) in June 2014. We
also hired a strategic planning consultant to begin working with us in 2014-2015 to create a
3-year strategic plan with an accompanying development plan.

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LiveConnections (LCO) is a music-presenting and educational organization committed to reaching new
and underserved audiences across the Philadelphia, PA, and Wilmington, DE, region. LCO qualifies as
publicly supported because it meets the 10% plus facts and circumstances test under Tres. Reg. 1.1709A-

Public Participation in Programs

LCO engages in a mission of educational activities and music performances that are conducted directly
for the benefit of the public on a continuing basis. One of LCO’s primary mission objectives is to remove
barriers that prevent audiences from experiencing high-quality music performances. LCO presents
educational music performances for free for public, charter and independent schools and special needs
organizations in the Philadelphia, PA, and Wilmington, DE, region, reaching many schools unable to
afford in-school music programs. L.CO also presents public concerts for general audiences at affordable
ticket prices and provides live web-streaming of many of its programs for underserved populations who
are unable to travel to the venue.

In its first six years, LCO has reached more than 19,000 school students and people with special needs
through 210 educational performances, as well as 2,200 adult audiences through more than 26 public
concerts. LCQO’s programs are promoted to the public through its website, social media, email blasts and
advertising in print, web and radio. LCO continues to expand its base of program recipients and has
shown growth in programming, attendance and participation each year since its founding.

Representative Governing Body

LCO’s activities are governed by a board of directors, reflecting a broad range of individuals with
background and expertise in managing and operating a nonprofit organization. LCO’s governing body
includes individuals with experience in the area of law, business, finance, fundraising, music presenting
and education. Board members have served or currently serve on the governing bodies of numerous arts
and social services non-profit organizations across the region. An ongoing goal for board development is
to achieve greater gender, racial and professional diversity as well as to attract and engage board members
willing to significantly contribute to LCO’s fundraising efforts.

LCO currently has 15 board members. Each board member supports LCO financially and they engage in
efforts to solicit funds from other sources for LCO. Recent fundraising campaigns, including online
campaigns and annual galas, have been heavily driven by board efforts to solicit donations from their
extended networks of colleagues and friends. In addition, board members’ relationships to foundations
have allowed L.CO to seek new and increased foundation support.

Sources of Support

LCO’s funding comes from diverse sources of support, including private foundations, corporations,
organizations and individuals who support its mission and programs. LCO regularly writes grants and
submits proposals to foundations, and efforts have resulted in new funding relationships. LCO also
frequently partners with other arts nonprofits in soliciting funds for collaborative projects. LCO has
developed a sponsorship program to better solicit funds from corporations.

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Attraction of Public Support
LCO is organized and operated to attract new and additional public support on a continuous basis.

During its three most recent fiscal years, LCO has engaged in an annual online giving campaign which
has increased public awareness of LCO, broadened its base of individual donors and generated numerous
contributions from new donors. From $8390 raised from 68 donors in the first year, the campaign has
grown to $22,777 raised from 142 donors by the third year, including significant challenge gifts from
board members and major donors.

In the last three fiscal years, LCO has also received new and increased foundation support. The Connelly
Foundation, Lindback Foundation, Scholler Foundation, Seiple Trust and Seybert Foundation all gave for
the first time in FY2014, the Wyncote Foundation renewed and increased its general operating grant to
$450,000 over 3 years, and the Presser Foundation gave a significant $40,000 2-year grant toward our
concert series. LCO continues to solicit funds from prospective contributors on a regular basis, with
pending grant proposals out to Skilling Trust, Steinebach Trust, Dolfinger-McMahon Foundation and
Henrietta T. Wurts Memorial.

In October 2013, LCO held a 5™ anniversary fundraising event, its first gala, which generated significant
new and expanded revenue, with gross income totaling approximately $80,000. LCO gained 20 new
corporate sponsors for the 5™ anniversary season and sold out the event with 320 RSVPs. In October
2014, LCO held its second annual benefit with 13 sponsors, 280 RSVPs and gross income totaling nearly
$70,000. The board is recommending the event become an annual event for fundraising and cultivation
purposes. LCO will continue to cultivate those corporate and individual donors over the coming year and
solicit additional donations.

LCO sends out regular solicitations via email and social media to its base of supporters and includes
requests for support on all concert programs.

LCO has received favorable public attention in the media for its programs, which it believes will allow it
to attract additional new sources of public support.

Prior to November 2011, all fundraising efforts for LCO were managed exclusively by the board. The
addition of a full-time General Manager in 2011 has significantly increased LCO’s fundraising capacity
over the last two years. To further increase capacity, LCO hired a Director of Development in the winter
of 2014 whose role is to solicit new donations from individual, foundations and corporations and to
increase donations from the existing donor base.
