cardiology, surgery, and imaging services The Satellite Emergency Facility at Baystate Mary Lane provides
care for emergency Injuries or illness, with highly skilled emergency medicine physicians, nurses and

staff The service area for the Baystate Eastern Region Is situated halfway between the cities of Worcester

and Springfield, MA, and straddles three counties - Worcester, Hampden and Hampshire The hospital

Baystate Eastern Region service area, per capita iIncome exceeds the averages in Hampden and Hampshire
counties at $31,761 Housing costs are relatively low, and the proportion of housing cost burdened
households where people pay more than 30% of their income towards housing Is lower than the state
(37%) and county rates, though still impacting nearly a third of the population (31%) Poverty rates
throughout the service area are also comparatively low at about 8% for the overall population and 9% for
