2 NEEDS ASSESSMENT

Maimonides Medical Center has a long history of community engagement and a robust program of outreach
and interaction with the communities that utilize our services, on which we continue to build to keep our
communities engaged and healthy Several years ago, Maimonides developed a Council of Community
Organizations (COCO), an ongoing forum and vehicle for communication with local community leaders,
community groups, businesses, and elected officials Over 350 people from the neighborhoods that
comprise southwestern Brooklyn are personally invited to participate in the annual meeting During these
meetings, the hospitals senior leadership provides an update on new initiatives and invites clinical leaders to
profile new services available for patients We also presented the results of our community health needs
assessment to COCO in May 2014 and invited participants comments In addition, executive leadership
meets regularly with representatives of local EMS providers such as Hatzolah Ambulance Corps of Borough
Park and Flatbush in Brooklyn to discuss community health needs and ways to improve emergent and
urgent care services for our patients In response to the new federal requirement in the Affordable Care Act
that tax-exempt hospitals must conduct an in-depth community health needs assessment, Maimonides
applied a rigorous approach In coordination with our partners at the research and evaluation organization
the New York Academy of Medicine (NYAM), our community health needs assessment (CHNA) was
completed and approved by our Board in 2013 and published on our web site and distributed in early 2014
In 2015, using funding awarded by the Agency for Healthcare Quality and Research (AHRQ), Maimonides
again partnered with NYAM, this time to conduct an in-depth public deliberation study with residents of
communities In Southwest Brooklyn This purpose of this exercise was for the people Maimonides serves to
develop their own recommendations for initiatives Maimonides can undertake to promote community health
and wellness This study Iinvolved three 2-day sessions with a total of 66 residents NYAM facilitated the
sessions along with an expert consultant NYAM then shared the recommendations with members of
Maimonides leadership team and discussed ways in which Maimonides could act on the recommendations

promotion of maternal and infant health Maimonides directly funds or provides a number of services that
promote community health Maimonides provides screenings for bre ast cancer, colon cancer, and lung
cancer, Irrespective of patients' ability to pay Maimo nides implemented a program called the Family
Health Challenge in two public schools This eight-week program involves medical residents and fellows
